STARS college scholarship

Purpose

The ACUHO-I STARS College is an educational program for
undergraduate students who are interested in a career in
housing and residence life. The STARS College is held as a
pre-conference workshop at the annual ACUHO-I Conference
each summer. STARS provides opportunities for participants
to learn more about the field of housing and residence life as
well as gain mentoring from experienced professionals in the
field.

What is the Scholarship

NWACUHO has funds set aside to assist an individual once
they have been accepted into STARS college. These funds
come out of the general operating budget of NWACUHO.

Applicants Will be Considered Upon the Following
Criteria

Must have at least one full year of college left after
summer of attendance.

Must have demonstrated significant interest in housing
via involvements and/or jobs during time at college.

Must participate in “Post-STARS” efforts including: future
colleges, discussion lists, marketing, possible
STARS College staff involvement.

Must be willing to pay the registration fee (covers: 3 nights
double occupancy, registration materials, and
STARS College meal package (includes dinner on
Thursday, three meals on Friday, and lunch on
Saturday), plus transportation costs to the conference
site.

Must be attend and fully participate in the STARS College

All attendees will be chosen through a blind selection process
by the STARS selection committee, which is made up of
members of the NWACUHO Executive Committee.




national housing training institute
(NHTI)

Purpose

Hosted annually by the University of Maryland at College
Park, the National Housing Training Institute (NHTI), has
accommodated over 600 attendees since the first summer,
1991. The original concept that still holds true today was
to establish an intense professional development
experience for younger professionals that were 3-5 years
in the housing field and looking to continue their career in
housing. NHTI provides each participant with the
opportunity to meet and interact with other colleagues as
well as develop a professional development plan. As the
field of college and university housing evolves, the Institute
seeks to provide housing professionals with the necessary
skills and competencies to meet the current and future
demands of the profession.

What is the Award
NWACUHO has set aside $1000 to be split equally to
those that are accepted to the program.

Eligibility

Scholarships are available for to attendees who belong to
NWACUHO Member institutions.

NWACUHO requires that award winners submit an article
for the Fall edition of Soundings and encourages those
that attended to share their experience with other new
professionals at the subsequent annual conference.

Criteria

Applications will be reviewed through a blind selection
process by a sub group of the executive committee.
applicants will be judged using the following criteria:

Initial letter of request by attendee

Exhibited personal commitment to professional/
paraprofessional development

Support to home site team

Potential interest of individual in profession

How Many Recipients are awarded the Scholarship
NWACUHO does not determine the acceptance to the
program, rather we find out from NHTI who has been
selected and then we help offset the costs.

The NHTI Selection Committee will make final participant
decisions.
