A system of power and privilege based
on the accumulation of economic wealth
and social status.

* Three quarters of the students at the most elite

private colleges come from upper middle-class or
wealthy families. Only five percent come from
families with household incomes under $35,000.

* The college enrollment gap between low- and high-

income Americans is widening, even as the economic
value of a college degree continues to increase.

A specific talent or ability that provides
an opportunity for them.

Putten (2001) says that “feeling out of
place on a college campus was not the
sole domain of students of color, gay,
lesbian, bisexuals, and transgendered
students, students with disabilities, or
women students” (p. 16). A sense of
bewilderment about social norms and the
educational environment was a common
theme for students from poverty (Borrego,
2001).
